· Racial violence after the London bombings

· 2 November 2005: Three more people are charged in connection with the murder of Anthony Walker in Huyton, Merseyside; Paul John Morson, 25, is charged with perverting the course of justice and Robert William, 31, and Tracy Ann Garner, 34, are charged with conspiracy to assist an offender. (Liverpool Post 2.11.05)

· 31 October 2005: Police begin an investigation into pirate radio stations in Birmingham, for incitement to racial hatred, after they broadcast unfounded allegations about a rape that sparked disturbances in Birmingham. (Guardian 1.11.05)

· 30 October 2005: Police are investigating a possible racial motive after three men and a woman armed with an axe, machete and iron bar break into a house in Portadown, Co Armagh. The inside was wrecked, windows smashed and two occupants of the house suffered injuries after being hit with the iron bar; a woman sustained head and leg injuries and a man suffered an eye wound. (BBC News 1.11.05)

· 28 October 2005: Transport for London launches an investigation after a 23-year-old mother on a 185 bus in Denmark Hill alleges that a bus driver refused to let her disembark from the bus after racially abusing her. (Epsom Guardian 28.10.05)

· 27 October 2005: IC Berkshire reports that a 50-year-old Black woman is racially abused after a White man traps her in her car after a parking dispute in Reading station car park; the man also tries to get in her car. (IC Berkshire 27.10.05)

· 21 October 2005: Matthew Joseph is racially abused by a 7-or-8 strong teenage gang outside his home in Pallion, Sunderland. He suffers a broken nose after being kicked and knocked to the ground, leaving his family in fear. A 15-year-old has been arrested, questioned and bailed in connection with the incident. (Sunderland Echo 24.10.05) 

· 21 October 2005: Hexham Courant reports that shopkeepers on an estate in West Wylam, Prudhoe are too scared to report racist attacks to the police because they fear retaliation. Shops are regularly covered in racist graffiti by a group of teenagers and men terrorising the local community. (Hexham Courant 21.10.05)

· 21 October 2005: BBC News reports that police in Manchester have set up CCTV to watch for a man who has repeatedly sprayed 'racist and offensive' graffiti in a stairwell of a car park at Manchester airport. The graffiti appeared between 8 September and 19 October. (BBC News 21.10.05)

· 21 October 2005: Colne Times reports that there has been an increase in racist incidents in Colne. (Colne Times 21.10.05)

· 20 October 2005: CCTV cameras to help deter racist attacks are presented to the Si Guru Sabha Sikh temple in Kettering, Northamptonshire after 'a few isolated incidents after the London terrorist attacks'. (BBC News 20.10.05)

· 17 October 2005: Michael Barton, 17, and Paul Taylor, 20, appear in court via video-link charged with the murder of Anthony Walker in Huyton, Merseyside in July. They are also charged with conspiracy to cause GBH. The trial is due to start on 14 November. (BBC News 17.10.05)

· 17 October 2005: BBC News reports that racist graffiti including swastikas have been painted over road signs between Shrewsbury and Baschurch. (BBC News 17.10.05) 

· 16 October 2005: Mohammed Khan, 44, suffers minor injuries to his shoulder after being racially attacked and abused by a gang of three men as he returns home from a mosque in Potterrow. Mohammed was knocked to the ground and then chased to the home of a friend, who was also punched when he came to his aid. (Edinburgh Evening Mail 20.10.05)

· 14 October 2005: A gang of 20 children and adults armed with weapons gather outside the Plymouth home of an Asian family and racially abuse them before kicking in the front door. As police arrive the gang disperses and police arrest a 15-year-old girl for public order offences. (Plymouth Evening Herald 19.10.05)

· 14 October 2005: An Asian man is racially abused and kicked in the back by three White boys as they cycle past him in Sydenham, Leamington Spa. (IC Coventry 18.10.05)

· 13 October 2005: BBC News reports that a mainly White gang is thought to be responsible for three racist attacks on Asian men in a Redbridge underpass. On 29 September a 35-year-old man is surrounded and punched in the face; on 4 October a 33-year-old man suffers a fractured eye socket after being attacked by a gang of up to 15 who punch him. In the latest attack two men are surrounded; one man escapes but the other is racially abused and attacked. (BBC News 13.10.05)

· 13 October 2005: A 17-year-old girl sitting on a bus in Rotherham is racially abused and threatened by two men who knock on the window of the bus. (South Yorkshire police press release 17.10.05)

· 12 October 2005: Ekklesia reports that the new archbishop of York, Dr John Sentamu, has been receiving hate mail since the announcement of his appointment. (Ekklesia 12.10.05)

· 8 October 2005: An Asian taxi driver waiting outside a pub in Redditch is racially abused and punched by two White men after the taxi driver declines to drive them as he is waiting for another fare. (IC Birmingham 21.10.05)

· 4 October 2005: A 16-year-old boy is remanded into custody after being charged with racially aggravated criminal damage and arson after religious buildings are targeted. A 17-year-old is bailed after being arrested on suspicion of racially aggravated arson and criminal damage. (BBC News 14.10.05)

· 4 October 2005: Police arrest three people on suspicion of perverting the course of justice in connection with the murder of Black teenager Anthony Walker in Huyton, Merseyside. (BBC News 4.10.05)

· 3 October 2005: Racist graffiti is scrawled over a car parked outside a house in Marlborough, Redditch. (IC Birmingham 13.10.05)

· 30 September 2005: The Inquiry into the racist murder of Zahid Mubarek at Feltham Young Offenders' Institute in 2000 is told that Muslim prisoners might need extra protection from reprisal attacks from other prisoners following the London bombings. (Guardian 30.9.05)

· 28 September 2005: 80 police officers arrest 15 people in Bexley, south east London in early morning raids in connection with a series of racist attacks. The arrests are connected to five attacks which took place in the Northumberland Heath area between 13-18 September, during which two Black teenagers were punched and kicked, another Black teenager was beaten about his head with lumps of wood and a 20-year-old beaten over the head with a monkey wrench. On 30 September, Kurt Harvey, 19, Tony Beattie, 18, and an unnamed 17-year-old, are all charged with ABH offences. Another man, Stephen Karitzis, 21, is charged with possession of a pepper spray and stun gun. (BBC News 30.9.05, BBC News 1.10.05 and This is Local London 5.10.05)

· 28 September 2005: A Hindu meeting being held in a Basingstoke hall is disrupted by racists who throw paving slabs with swastikas scrawled on them through the windows; no one is injured in the attack. (BBC News 30.9.05)

· 28 September 2005: A fire is set inside the Jamia mosque in Braid Street, Swindon; no one is hurt and damage is limited. In another earlier incident, racist graffiti was painted on Shah Jelel Mosque and a Sikh temple in Kembrey Street, Swindon. (BBC News 29.9.05)

· 27 September 2005: Police arrest a 27-year-old Widnes man and an 18-year-old from Runcorn on suspicion of causing racially aggravated criminal damage after a number of homes and business in the Heath and Mersey areas of Runcorn were targeted with racist graffiti. They are later bailed pending further inquiries. (BBC News 28.9.05)

· 25 September 2005: A gang of 10 people surround a house in Chard, Somerset, shouting racist abuse and throwing missiles at the house which is occupied by a Brazilian family. (Chard & Ilminster News 28.9.05)

· 25 September 2005: An Asian taxi driver, Imtiaz Hussain, has the windscreen of his cab smashed and is attacked after picking up four people in Nelson, Lancashire. Police later arrest a 31-year-old man on suspicion of assault. (Nelson Leader 30.9.05)

· 25 September 2005: A 53-year-old African man has his car vandalised with spray paint. Police are treating this as racially motivated since the man has been victimised in the weeks after the London bombings, car windows have been smashed and eggs have been thrown. (Cumbria News & Star 26.9.05)

· 24 September 2005: A 30-year-old Asian man in Sutton suffers a cut to his eye and is left shaken after a two men taunt him by asking him if is Muslim and a bomber; he is also punched by one of the men. The attackers are described as White skinheads. (IC Croydon 30.9.05 and Sutton Guardian 3.10.05)

· 24 September 2005: Police in Farnborough stop and search children aged between 13 and 18 after racially motivated fights between White and Nepalese youth in the area. (BBC News 25.9.05)

· 23 September 2005: Abdullah Odell, 27, is accosted by two men in a shop who ask him questions about his religion. On leaving the shop, the two men are joined by another and a skinhead punches Abdullah while one of the others tries to bottle him. The men continue to punch and kick him and threaten his pregnant wife, who is waiting in their car. The attack takes place outside a Costcutter newsagent in Sutton High Street. (IC Croydon 14.10.05)

· 23 September 2005: 17-year-old Adeel Abbas suffers a stab wound to his leg after a gang of four White men launch an unprovoked attack in Rochdale. The gang try to make eye contact before one hits him in the face, they then all set upon Adeel, with one holding his waist and another gripping him in a headlock. Police have charged a 16-year-old in connection with the attack and two others, aged 15 and 18, have been bailed pending further inquiries. (Asian News 30.9.05 and Rochdale Observer 4.10.05
· 23 September 2005: Portsmouth News reports that Portsmouth City Council is promising to evict people living in council housing if they are racially abusive, after a rise in the number of complaints of racist abuse. In the month after the London bombings Portsmouth police received 53 complaints compared to 32 in the same period last year. (Portsmouth News 23.9.05)

· 21 September 2005: 31-year-old Gareth Lukey admits racially aggravated disorderly conduct after forcing an Asian businessman staying at the same hotel as Lukey to empty out his luggage, while accusing him of hiding a bomb, just days after the London bombings. He is fined £250 and ordered to pay £55 costs. (Wales Daily Post 22.9.05)

· 21 September 2005: Runcorn World reports that after six incidents of racist graffiti and criminal damage in the Heath and Mersey areas of Liverpool in one week, police will be taking steps to tackle the problem. (Runcorn World 21.9.95)

· 20 September 2005: Barking & Dagenham Recorder reports that a man wearing a baseball cap racially abuses security staff at a Tesco's supermarket in Barking. He threatens staff and punches one man in the head. (Barking & Dagenham Recorder 20.9.05)

· 19 September 2005: Mohammed Ali, 17, and his 14-year-old brother Imran are racially abused by two White boys as they walk along a street in Elswick, Newcastle. Mohammed suffers cuts and bruises after he is punched in the back of the head and face. (Newcastle Evening Chronicle 22.9.05)

· 19 September 2005: An Asian mother, her two sons and a daughter are attacked at their Redditch home. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated and have arrested three men. (Redditch Advertiser 22.9.05)

· 19 September 2005: In the early hours of the morning, arsonists attack a mosque in Chester; the lawn at the front of the building is set alight damaging the front door. (BBC News 19.9.05)

· 19 September 2005: A 37-year-old Asian man walking near Barnes Common in South London is racially abused, attacked with sticks and branches by two White men. The victim escapes from his assailants only to be attacked again by another two White men who again hit him with sticks and branches. When he returns to his van he discovers his bag has been stolen. (Richmond & Twickenham Times 23.9.05)

· 18 September 2005: A teenager from Laxey, Isle of Man is attacked by two men after he objects to them racially abusing his friend playing in an under-17s football match. He suffers a cut lip and bruised back. (Isle of Man Today 27.9.05)

· 16 September 2005: Liverpool Echo reports that a woman, whose husband is 'half Asian', has the windows of her home in Speke, Liverpool, smashed, and her family has also been racially abused. (Liverpool Echo 16.9.05)

· 16 September 2005: This is Somerset reports that a mother and her two mixed-race toddlers are racially abused by a group of teenagers in a children's playground in Glastonbury. (This is Somerset 16.9.05)

· 15 September 2005: Western Gazette reports that the BNP is planning a leafleting campaign in Yeovil against plans by Yeovil Islamic Society to build a mosque. (Western Gazette 15.9.05)

· 15 September 2005: Glasgow Herald reports that a Methodist church in Edinburgh has been targeted by racists because the church enjoys a 'close relationship' with a local mosque. Defaced Islamic literature was pushed through the letterbox and racist graffiti was also daubed at the church. (Glasgow Herald 15.9.05)

· 14 September 2005: Merseyside police say that they are still searching for another three people in connection with the murder of Black teenager Anthony Walker, who was murdered in a racist attack on 29 July 2005 in Huyton. Police believe that five people were present when Anthony was attacked, two men have already been charged with murder.(BBC News 14.9.05)

· 14 September 2005: Police figures show that racist attacks in Edinburgh doubled in the two months after the London bombings; 169 incidents were reported to police in July and August compared to 85 in May and June. (Edinburgh Evening News 14.9.05)

· 14 September 2005: BBC News reports that police patrols in Heath and Mersey areas of Runcorn have been stepped up after six homes and shops were targeted with racist graffiti. (BBC News 14.905)

· 14 September 2005: BBC News reports that Eight Hull City fans, aged between 17 and 27, have been banned indefinitely from the club after QPR fans were taunted with references to the London bombings during a recent game. Six others received 'final warning' letters. (BBC News 31.8.05)

· 13 September 2005: Merseyside police arrest a 29-year-old man on suspicion of causing acts likely to incite racial hatred in connection with postings on a website dedicated to Black teenager Anthony Walker who was murdered in a racist attack on 29 July 2005. (Liverpool Echo 13.9.05)

· 12 September 2005: Keith Curle, Chester City FC manager and ex-England footballer, is racially abused by a middle-aged woman as he queues for petrol in Vicar's Cross, Cheshire. (BBC News 13.9.05)

· 11 September 2005: At the National Sikh convention in Wolverhampton, the Sikh Federation says that the UK government needs to do more to acknowledge and protect Sikhs from race hate crimes after the London bombings and the September 11 attacks. (BBC News 12.9.05)

· 11 September 2005: Newcastle Sunday Sun reports that Northumbria police have recorded an increase in racially motivated attacks since the London bombings. 130 crimes were recorded following the bombings and 106 in the previous month. (Newcastle Sunday Sun 11.9.05)

· 10 September 2005:Innes Wood, 31, is punched and kicked by a gang of ten teenagers, who racially abuse him before hitting him over the head with a wine bottle. The victim, a Scottish man, needs four staples to close the cut on the back of his head, after he was mistaken for 'immigrant scum' by the gang in Edinburgh. (Edinburgh Evening News 14.9.05) 

· 9 September 2005: North East Manchester Advertiser reports that a local councillor has received an anonymous letter voicing concerns that residents on a street in Miles Platting are too scared to leave their homes in their evening because of a 'gang of yobs stirring up racial hatred'; the letter claims that problems have worsened in recent weeks and people have been racially abused, mobile phones stolen and cars set alight. Manchester city council is investigating the allegations and police have made an application for a dispersal order for the area. (North East Manchester Advertiser 9.9.05)

· 9 September 2005: A 23-year-old Iranian asylum seeker suffers a punctured lung after being stabbed in the chest and back by three Black men in Camden, London. (Hampstead & Highgate Express 16.9.05)

· 9 September 2005: A Worksop shop owned by a Sri Lankan family is vandalised; paint is daubed over a newly renovated fascia. The incident is the latest in a series of attacks on the shop, ranging from racist abuse, racist graffiti and criminal damage. (Worksop Guardian 16.9.05)

· 8 September 2005: Two men aged 28 and a 26-year-old woman, are pushed and racially abused as they stand talking on street in Chertsey, Surrey. They escape into a house and are followed by the White man who kicks the door. (BBC News 17.9.05)

· 8 September 2005: A Bengali drama group perform East and west a play to encourage the reporting of racially motivated crimes in Lisson Grove, London. (Hampstead & Highgate Express 9.9.05)

· 7 September 2005: A 44-year-old Black man walking along a Stevenage street is racially abused by a 'very drunk' 6-foot tall White man who pushes him to the floor, drags him along the street and then head butts him; he suffers cuts and bruises. Police are investigating the 'outrageous and unprovoked' incident as racially motivated and also an earlier incident where the same White man was seen chasing two Black men down the street. (Stevenage Herald 14.9.05)

· 7 September 2005: A 39-year-old man driving along the A43 in Northampton is racially abused and then sprayed with water through his open car window by White men in another car. (BBC News 8.9.05)

· 6 September 2005: Arsonists set a mosque in St Leonards on fire. Damage is caused the doorway and hallway. The attack is the latest in a series of attacks including racist graffiti and smashed windows. (Hastings Today 9.9.05)

· 5 September 2005:Daily Mirror reports that Asian soldier, Americk Hayer, 17, is left with his eyeball hanging out after allegedly being attacked by another soldier while on army exercises in Cumbria. He also alleges that the same soldier has racially abused him in the past. (Daily Mirror 5.9.05)

· 5 September 2005: A 23-year-old man from Formby is arrested on suspicion of murdering Black student Anthony Walker in Liverpool; he is bailed the next day. (BBC News 6.9.05)

· 5 September 2005: Northern Ireland Newsletter reports that that the Assistant Chief Constable of the Police Service of Northern Ireland (PSNI) has commented that there is a 'clear link' between Loyalist paramilitaries and racist attacks in the area. (Northern Ireland Newsletter 5.9.05)

· 4 September 2005: A Kosovan doorman suffers gunshot wounds after refusing entry to the Elbow Room bar in Chapel Market to three White men. The men who are drunk are heard saying to the Kosovan doorman and Black colleague 'We're British and you're bloody foreigners', they return to shoot the doorman, named only as Claude, in the back and shoulders; Claude is described as being in a 'comfortable' condition in hospital. (Islington Tribune 9.9.05)

· 3 September 2005: A mother and her two children are left terrified after a 20-strong mob surround their Caerphilly home, throw rocks and shout racist abuse. One brick smashes a window and narrowly misses 2-year-old Tyler Ford. His mother, Angharad Ford, 21, confronts the mob and has clumps of her hair pulled out. Police arrive and disperse the crowd but they return later to shout more abuse. (South Wales Echo 8.9.05)

· 3 September 2005: Huddersfield Daily Examiner reports that a Muslim teacher at Honley Infants School has been subjected to a racist letter writing campaign. The letter claiming to be from a group of parents at the school says that the Muslim woman should not be employed by the Christian school. Kirklees council has stated that it does not respond to anonymous complaints. (Huddersfield Daily Examiner 3.9.05)

· 3 September 2005: A 17-year-old Asian cycling home in Canterbury is racially abused by a gang of men and women. Down the road, he is attacked by a man on a moped who hits him with a crash helmet and then punches him until he loses consciousness. As the victim is being treated by ambulance staff at the scene, his father arrives and he, too, is attacked. Police arrest five people, two men and three women, who have all been bailed until 5 October. (Kent Online 6.9.05)

· 31 August 2005: BBC News reports that international students at Nottingham University are scared to go out after Om Prakass Malik suffers serious facial injuries in an attack by two White men shouting racist abuse. (BBC News 31.8.05) 

· 30 August 2005: The Liverpool Daily Post reports that there has been a four-fold increase in religiously and racially motivated crimes in the Merseyside area. The Merseyside Racial Monitoring Unit received 200 calls in the six weeks after the London bombings, compared to 48 in the six week prior to the bombings. Police figures show a 87 per cent increase in incidents reported, compared to the same time last year. (Liverpool Daily Post 30.8.05)

· 30 August 2005: IC Croydon reports that Asian shopkeepers in Stoneleigh Broadway are suffering nightly attacks by gangs who racially abuse staff and customers and steal from them. (IC Croydon 30.8.05)

· 28 August 2005: This is Local London reports that the Patel family in Borehamwood has suffered a two-year racist campaign, which has worsened since the London bombings, that has left them frightened to leave their home. In the last week, 60-year-old Suresh Patel has been racially abused and attacked walking to the shops by a gang of eight youths; he is deaf in one ear after an attack last year. (This is Local London 28.8.05) 

· 27 August 2005: 30 National Front supporters march in Chatham, Kent. They are met by a 100-strong counter demonstration. (Medway Messenger 29.8.05) 

· 27 August 2005:Click Press reports that a 17-year-old Muslim girl, who was thrown in front of a car in a racist attack three weeks ago, is taking part in an international human rights festival despite recovering from surgery to repair her jaw. (Click Press 27.8.05)

· 26 August 2005: Two boulders are thrown through the window of a house in Chard, Somerset. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated as the house is occupied by Portuguese people. (This is the West Country 31.8.05)

· 26 August 2005: The Asian News reports that a Muslim family from Hyde, Manchester, are accused of being bombers by a White family as they enter Alton Towers fun park. They inform security guards at the park who separate the two families; the guards then insist on searching the Muslim family's car for 'bombs'. (The Asian News 26.8.05) 

· 25 August 2005: Shops in Deepcar, near Sheffield are daubed with racist graffiti. (Look Local 8.9.05)

· 25 August 2005: A block of flats in Watton, Norfolk, housing Portuguese migrant workers, is evacuated after an incendiary device containing fireworks is left on a landing. No one is injured as the fire is extinguished quickly. Police are investigating a possible racial motive. On 29 August, three men, Daniel Taylor, 21, Sinclair Maynard, 25, and Paul Lusher, 22, appear in court charged with arson with intent to endanger life. (BBC News 26.8.05 and Eastern Daily Press 29.8.05)

· 25 August 2005: A gang of 15 White men attack a Spanish student at McDonalds in Worthing. The suspect who punches the student is described as a skinhead. (Worthing Herald 30.8.05)

· 23 August 2005: Medway Messenger reports that a 37-year-old Chinese doctor is racially abused and punched and kicked to the ground by a gang of three men and two women. (Medway Messenger 20.9.05)

· 22 August 2005: BBC News reports that a 48-year-old man has been the victim of a racially aggravated robbery in Scunthorpe. The man was abused, knocked to the ground and beaten, her suffered a cut above his eye ad four broken teeth, money was also stolen during the attack; police are searching for four men. (BBC News 22.8.05)

· 21 August 2005: Deputy Imam Arshed Mahmood, 51, suffers cuts and bruises after a man standing with others outside a pub in Maidstone racially abuses him and hits him with a bottle and then punches him up to six times. The man also takes Arshed Mahmood's crutches and throws them away. A couple that came to his aid are also abused. A 27-year-old man is later charged with GBH with intent. (Kent Messenger 26.8.05, Kent Messenger and Kent Messenger 29.8.05) 

· 21 August 2005: A man posts a racist letter through the letterbox of a home of a Black family in Carlisle. Derek Potts, 30, is later charged with distributing writing with the threat of unlawful violence and causing harassment and alarm which is racially aggravated. (The Cumberland News 26.8.05) 

· 21 August 2005: Racists graffiti is painted all over the Daud Tandoori in Llandudno, just days after windows at the restaurant were smashed and paint thrown at the building. (Wales Daily Post 24.8.05) 

· 21 August 2005: Newcastle Sunday Sun reports that racist attacks in the Cleveland area have risen by 36 per cent and in Durham police report a 16 per cent increase. (Newcastle Sunday Sun 21.8.05)

· 20 August 2005: Two children, aged 7 and 13, are racially abused as they walk to nearby shops on the Nunsthorpe estate in Grimsby. The following day, the two children are again racially abused by a larger gang of youth; the incidents leave them too sacred to leave their home. (Grimsby Telegraph 23.8.05)

· 19 August 2005: Racist graffiti including NF and BNP slogans is sprayed over a church in Rickmansworth; damage is also caused to windows and the church interior. (Watford Observer 30.8.05)

· 19 August 2005: A 20-year-old Sikh man is racially abused by two White men, who follow him down Princes Street, Edinburgh. The men repeatedly push him from behind and then punch him to the ground and rip off his turban and jacket. The attack is only stopped when two passers-by intervene. The victim is not seriously injured. (Edinburgh Evening News 27.8.05 and BBC News 27.8.05) 

· 19 August 2005: Somali community in Strathclyde meets with police to discuss how the rising number of racist attacks on the community can be stopped. Somali Families in Action appeals to the victims of racist attacks to report them to the police. (PA News 19.8.05) 

· 19 August 2005: Sheffield Star reports that Nzidi Samba, a Sheffield Hallam university student, had racist abuse hurled at him in two separate incidents while on a night out in Barnsley with friends. (Sheffield Star 19.8.05) 

· 19 August 2005: Glasgow Evening Times reports that three racist attacks every week are committed by young people. It also reports that the council has issued advice to all schools on how to handle racial tensions following the London bombings. (Glasgow Evening Times 19.8.05)

· 18 August 2005: Paul Tolley, 40, racially abuses an Asian staff member of a KFC takeaway in Northwich, claiming to be a member of the NF. On 22 September, at Vales magistrates court, he pleads guilty to using racially aggravated threats, insulting words or disorderly behaviour and is fined £50 and told to pay £150 compensation. (Northwich Chronicle 28.9.05)

· 18 August 2005: A refugee family from Turkmenistan, Mahmud and Tarana Tahrov and their 10-year-old son Araz, are attacked by dogs in a Leeds Park. The family allege that the White man ordered his dogs to attack; the entire family suffer dog bites on their bodies. (Yorkshire Post 22.8.05)

· 18 August 2005: A window is smashed at the Bodrun kebab shop in Newbury. On 7 September a 17-year-old girl is charged with criminal damage and racially aggravated harassment; she is bailed. (Click Newbury 7.9.05)

· 17 August 2005: Preston Today reports that racially motivated offences reported to Lancashire police have risen in the weeks after the London bombings. 183 racially aggravated crimes were reported to police in July compared to 92 in the previous month. (Preston Today 17.8.05)

· 17 August 2005: Three youths, aged, 15, 17 and 16, are charged with wounding with intent to cause GBH to a 15-year-old Bangladeshi student who suffered serious head injuries in an attack in Sunderland. The youths are all bailed. The 17-year-old also faces additional charges of racially aggravated assault, causing ABH and racially aggravated criminal damage. (Sunderland Echo 18.8.05)

· 17 August 2005: BBC News reports that the Filipino partner and child of Indian nurse Sichit Simon have left the UK after being subjected to numerous racist attacks at their Liverpool home. The family has had every window in their car broken and a gang has tried to force their way into their home. (BBC News 17.8.05) 

· 17 August 2005: Huddersfield Daily Examiner reports that an Asian family living in the Thornhill area of Huddersfield had pigs' heads left in the garden of their home where a bedroom window was also smashed. (Huddersfield Daily Examiner 17.8.05) 

· 16 August 2005: A 25-year-old Sikh man suffers stab wounds to his legs and arms after being abducted from a Peterborough street by four men wearing balaclavas who tied him up and attacked him. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated. (The Panthic Weekly 21.8.05) 

· 16 August 2005: An Iranian take-away owner is racially abused and hit in the face with a toy hammer; his young White assailant later returns with a real hammer and smashes the windows and counter in the Durham takeaway. (BBC News 17.8.05) 

· 16 August 2005: A 'firework bomb' is thrown in the kitchen at the rear of an Exeter takeaway owned by a Turkish family. Damage is caused to roof panels and windows. (BBC News 18.8.05 and Western Morning News 18.8.05) 

· 16 August 2005: Bacon is left around the Singh Sabha Gurdwara in Seven Kings, east London. (The Panthic Weekly 21.8.05) 

· 16 August 2005: Victim Support Southwark reports an increase in racially motivated crimes. The service is currently dealing with 43 cases compared to 23 at the same time last year. (South London Press 16.8.05) 

· 15 August 2005: A 15-year-old Black schoolgirl is attacked by two White men as she waits for a bus in Peterborough. The men approach the girl and racially abuse her and then begin punching her until she drops her school bag; they steal her bag, phone and £2 bus fare. (Peterborough Evening Telegraph 19.8.05) 

· 15 August 2005: Two men attack a Portuguese restaurant in Chard, Somerset. The windows were all smashed with baseball bats, for the second time in two weeks. (Western Daily Press 17.8.05) 

· 15 August 2005: A Bangladeshi schoolboy suffers serious head and chest injuries after being beaten in a racist attack by a gang of youths in Sunderland. In other incidents on the same day, Asians are chased down a Sunderland street by children wielding bats and sticks and the windows of a house are also smashed - injuring a 2-year-old Bangladeshi girl. Three youths aged 15, 16 and 17 are later charged with assault and racially aggravated disorderly conduct. The 17-year-old is also charged with racially aggravated assault. (Sunderland Echo 16.8.05 and Newcastle Evening Chronicle 17.8.05) 

· 14 August 2005: A 33-year-old Sikh man has his turban pulled from his head by two White men who also racially abuse the man who is walking down a street with his father and brother in Rushden, Northants. (BBC News 16.8.05) 

· 14 August 2005: Staff at a pizza shop in Hartlepool are racially abused and accused of being suicide bombers by a shaven-headed White man; the man returns with four others in a car and they throw a boulder through the window. (Hartlepool Mail 16.6.05) 

· 14 August 2005: A car-wrecking yard owned by two Asian business partners is set alight and burgled on the same day. The business has been targeted at least 28 times over the last ten years. Recent attacks have also included racist graffiti. (Bedford Times & Citizen 14.8.05) 

· 14 August 2005: Buck Free Press reports that racially aggravated crime in the Thames Valley area has risen by 40 per cent since the London bombings. (Buck Free Press 14.8.05)

· 12 August 2005: Tolga Uyan, A Turkish take away owner, suffers bruising to his arm, a blood shot eye, scratches to his arm and a ripped shirt after a woman allegedly attacks him at his Easington take away. He also alleges that he was racially abused. The woman who works as a prison guard at Holme House prison is arrested with her son on suspicion of assault and criminal damage. (Sunderland Echo 19.8.05) 

· 12 August 2005: A man enters Regents Park Mosque during Friday prayers and threatens to blow himself up. The man claims to be Jewish; security guards at the mosque detained the man who was then arrested by police. (Asharq Alawsat 14.8.05) 

· 12 August 2005: Streatham Post reports that worshippers at the Shree Ghanapathy Temple in Wimbledon have been targeted in the street outside the temple by young racists who shout racist abuse; one man has also had his car damaged. (Streatham Post 11.8.05) 

· 12 August 2005: Cumbria Online reports that Carlisle's 300-strong Bangladeshi Community is being advised to stay away from the Botchergate area after a rise in racist attacks. (Cumbria Online 12.8.05) 

· 12 August 2005: A 22-year-old Sikh man driving with his wife and two-year-old daughter in Bristol is showered with glass after a racist shouting abuse smashes a window of the car. (Bristol Evening Post 19.8.05) 

· 11 August 2005: A 19-year-old Muslim man is kicked and punched by a gang of four White men who first ask him if he is Muslim. The man is also racially abused by the gang who attack as he walks down a Maidstone street; he suffers leg injuries. (Kent Messenger 26.8.05) 

· 11 August 2005: Bristol Evening Post reports that Sachin Singhal has been targeted by racists following the London bombings; he has had acid poured over his car damaging the paintwork and has also been racially abused in the street. (Bristol Evening Post 11.8.05)

· 10 August 2005: A 30-year-old Asian man is stabbed four times and his friend is kicked in the face in a racist attack in Lloyd Park, Walthamsow. The men are playing tennis in the park when they are approached by a White gang of 13 who surround them and racially abuse them. The 30-year-old man suffers two stab wounds to his back, one in his hand and one in his left shoulder, his friend suffers a broken or dislocated jaw. Three teenagers, two 16-year-olds and an 18-year-old are later arrested for racially aggravated GBH. (Chingford Guardian 15.8.05)

· 10 August 2005: A Muslim woman tells BBC Wales how a man abused her and her family and threw stones at her home; breaking a window. (BBC News 10.8.05)

· 10 August 2005: A worshipper at Al-Huda mosque in Mile End is nearly run over by a White man, outside the mosque, who drives his car straight at him. (Black Britain 11.8.05)

· 9 August 2005: The windows of a house in Bletchley, near Milton Keynes, are smashed, two days after a Somali family move in. The following night, adults and children stand outside the house and shout racist abuse and throw missiles, including fence posts, rocks and a wrench. The family is moved from the area the following week. (Milton Keynes Citizen 18.8.05)

· 9 August 2005: Milton Keynes Race Equality Council reports that incidents of verbal abuse since the London bombings have nearly doubled compared to July last year. (Milton Keynes Citizen 9.8.05)

· 9 August 2005: Islington Gazette reports that racist graffiti, swastikas and BNP symbols have been daubed over parts of the Barbican estate in Finsbury. (Islington Gazette 10.8.05)

· 9 August 2005: An Iraqi man living in Cardiff is assaulted by four White men in Bridgend in the early hours. He is punched, kicked and hit over the head. The man suffers a broken shoulder and cuts to his head that require stitches in an attack the police are treating as racially motivated. (BBC News 10.8.05)

· 9 August 2005: Daily Mirror reports that a website for Anthony Walker, who was murdered in a racist attack in Huyton , Liverpool, has been targeted by racists who have posted messages mocking the death of 'another n****r'. (Daily Mirror 9.8.05)

· 8 August 2005: A young Kurdish asylum seeker is singled out as he walks along the street. He is abused - called a 'bomber' - and when a bystander intervenes and puts themselves between the two young men the White man throws a punch at the Kurdish man cutting his lip and causing bruising. (Report to IRR News)

· 8 August 2005: Positive Action in Housing (PAIH) reports that a Pakistani woman in Glasgow says she was kicked and thrown on the ground by two women who screamed racial slurs and spat on her; one of her attackers was an African American and the other a White woman. The same woman reports that she and her family have been abused in the street on a daily basis since the London bombing and her children have been attacked by other children. (Positive Action in Housing email 8.8.05)

· 8 August 2005: PAIH reports that a Muslim family living in Royston, Glasgow is moved from the area after a man waving a weapon launches a verbal attack on the family. (Positive Action in Housing email 8.8.05)

· 8 August 2005: BBC News reports that Dr Yashen Maharaj, 28, is racially abused and has stones thrown at him by two White youths as he walks to Medway Maritime hospital's doctors' residence in Gillingham. (BBC News 8.8.05)

· 7 August 2005: Four Asian men are injured after a 'disturbance' outside a pub in Glasgow's east end. Shezad Mohammed, 30, is in hospital in a serious condition; his brothers Ramzan Mohammed, 35 and Nasir Mohammed, 33, and their cousin Tariq Mahmood are treated in hospital and later released. Police have refused to say if the attack was racially motivated. On 8 August three men appeared before Glasgow sheriff court in relation to the attack. A report has been sent to the Procurator Fiscal about four other men in connection to the incident. (Glasgow Daily Record 9.8.05)

· 7 August 2005: Muslim women hold a 'peace walk' to encourage unity through Crawley after they are racially abused in the town. (BBC News 7.8.05)

· 6 August 2005: Hull City football fans taunt QPR fans with chants about the London bombings, police have to step in to keep fans apart and other leave the ground in disgust. A Hull City fan is arrested for racial chanting. The chairman of Hull City FC 'unreservedly' apologises for his fans' behaviour and promises a lifetime ban on those involved. (Daily Telegraph 9.8.05)

· 6 August 2005: A suspicious object outside a home in Armagh city sparks a security alert. Police say it was an 'elaborate hoax' and that that it is being treated as 'racial'. (Belfast Telegraph 8.8.05)

· 5 August 2005: A group of Black friends on a night out in Hereford are racially abused in two separate incidents. In the first, they are abused by a number of youths travelling in four cars and in the second, by a group of three men in their late 40s. The Hereford Times also reports that racist graffiti has recently been daubed in the town and shops have also been reportedly putting up signs banning Eastern Europeans. (Hereford Times 22.8.05)

· 5 August 2005: Cab driver, Mafoud Nana, 52, is racially abused and attacked by two drunk men who leave his cab without paying in Sheffield; the men also attack the car. Nana is left bleeding and drives himself to hospital where he is treated. (Sheffield Star 8.8.05)

· 5 August 2005: A 37-year-old Asian man is racially abused by a gang of four men, two of whom then cross the street to punch him in Portsmouth. He suffers a cracked cheekbone and bruising to his face. (BBC News 8.8.05)

· 5 August 2005: King's Cross Racial Diversity Project reports that racist attacks, including widespread racist abuse and incidents where women have had their headscarves pulled off, have risen across the Kings Cross, Somers Town and Euston area. (Hamstead & Highgate Express 5.8.05)

· 4 August 2005: Angie Ncube, 28, a Zimbabwean woman is stabbed in the eye and leg after disturbing a burglar in her home in Dingle, Liverpool. Her assailant racially abuses her and she jumps from a first floor window to escape him. Police arrest Gary Connolly on suspicion of assault, aggravated burglary and racially aggravated offences. (BBC News 6.8.05 and BBC News 7.8.05)

· 4 August 2005: Police arrest an 18-year-old man on suspicion of violent disorder in connection with a racist attack on an 18-year-old Iraq man in Portsmouth; he is bailed until 4 October. A 23-year-old man arrested soon after the attack is also bailed until 4 October. (BBC News 4.8.05)

· 4 August 2005: Malcolm Turner, 65, appears before South Devon magistrates at Totnes charged with racially or religiously aggravated harassment and threatening behaviour towards Arwa Jaber in Newton Abbot on 23 July. (Torquay Herald Express 4.8.05)

· 4 August 2005: Police in Scotland report a rise in racial incidents by nearly a third; Tayside police report the largest increase of 70 per cent. (Scotsman 4.8.05) 

· 4 August 2005: Metropolitan police announce that religious hate crimes have risen six-fold since the London bombings. The Met has recorded 269 crimes in the three weeks after the bombs compared to 40 in the same period last year. (BBC News 4.8.05) 

· 3 August 2005: South Wales Argus reports that an Asian doctor is followed around Abergavenny town centre by four men in a car who racially abuse him and throw eggs at him. (South Wales Argus 3.8.05)

· 3 August 2005: Thames Valley police report a 40 per cent increase in racially aggravated crime in July compared to the same period last year. (Reading Evening Post 4.8.05)

· 2 August 2005: A Portuguese man has his ankle broken in a racially motivated assault in Ipswich. Three men approach the man in the early hours of the morning, racially abusing him before punching and kicking him to the ground. (BBC News 3.8.05 and Suffolk Evening Star 3.8.05)

· 2 August 2005: A 22-year-old Asian postman is racially abused by two White men who pull up in a car as he is delivering mail in Darwen, Lancashire. One of the men punches him twice knocking him to the ground. (This is Lancashire 11.8.05)

· 2 August 2005: 30-year-old Fawad Qayyum suffers a broken jaw after being punched and kicked to the ground by two White men who also make anti-Muslim comments near the Finchley Road, London. His speech may be permanently damaged as a result of the attack. (Hampstead & Highgate Express 12.8.05)

· 2 August 2005: A 30-year-old Black man suffers serious facial fractures after being racially attacked by a gang of five local men in Grimsby. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated. (Grimsby Telegraph 3.8.05)

· 2 August 2005: Paul Coxford, 18, racially abuses a group of Mexican musicians at Alnwick International music festival, threatens the group with a pool cue and then chases them to their hotel. On 6 October he admits causing racially aggravated harassment, alarm or distress and similar charges against a woman who went to the aid of the musicians. He is told he faces jail. (Newcastle Journal 6.10.05)

· 1 August 2005: Leslie Ross racially abuses and then pushes and prods a woman of Asian appearance outside a pub. On 21 October he receives a three-month suspended sentence after pleading guilty to racially aggravated assault. (Royston and Buntingford Mercury 28.10.05)

· 1 August 2005: An Asian mother, 30, with her two young daughters, is racially abused, kicked and spat at by a White couple in Clacton, Essex. The man in his late 30s makes specific reference to the London bombings. (East Anglian Daily Times 4.8.05)

· 1 August 2005: Imran Bhatti, 25, is abused as he walks along the street in Norwich; he is accused of being a 'bomber'. (His brother, Fiaz had lost his fiancée Benedetta Ciaccia in the London bombings.) (Norwich Evening News 5.8.05 and Eastern Daily Press 6.8.05)

· 1 August 2005: Police in Yorkshire report a rise in racist attacks reported between March and July; 306 incidents have been reported to police compared to 153 in the same period last year. (BBC News 1.8.05) 

· 1 August 2005: Police in Plymouth report a small increase in racist incidents following the London bombings. (BBC News 1.8.05) 

·  1 August 2005: The Mayor's Office, the Metropolitan Police Association and the Met police set up 'Communities Together' phone line for BME groups, to offer advice and information following the London bombings. Call free on 0800 028 2390. (This is Local London 1.8.05)

· 31 July 2005: Vandals cover ten homes on a housing estate in east Hull with racist graffiti which reads 'no asylum', 'white power' and 'no Muslims'. (Hull Daily Mail 2.8.05)

· 31 July 2005: Stephen Archibold, 21, shouts racist abuse at another man in police cells in Carlisle police station. On 5 September, he pleads guilty to racially aggravated intentional harassment and being drunk and disorderly. He is sentenced to 180 hours community service, is electronically tagged for three months with an 8pm-7am curfew and ordered to pay £43 costs. (Carlisle News & Star 6.9.05)

· 30 July 2005: An 18-year-old Iraqi has his throat slit in a suspected racist assault in Portsmouth. The young man is with a friend who escapes serious injury when a Black man attacks them. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated and a 23-year-old local man is arrested and later bailed. (BBC News 31.7.05 and BBC News 1.8.05) 

· 30 July 2005: Three Indian people, two men and a pregnant woman, are abused and spat at on a bus in Torquay by a White man who makes 'insinuations' about them carrying a rucksack and tells them to speak 'English in England'. (Western Morning News 3.8.05) 

· 30 July 2005: The take-away owned by Liakoth Ali Khondoker in Carlisle (see below 29.7.05) has all its windows smashed, their delivery man's van windows are smashed. Cumbria News & Star also reports that NF stickers have appeared in the area in recent weeks. (Cumbria News & Star 3.8.05)

· 30 July 2005: A Black parking attendant is racially abused and threatened with a machete by a man in a van in Redhill, Surrey. A 24-year-old man from Smallfield is arrested on suspicion of racially aggravated harassment and later released on bail. (BBC News 9.8.05)

· 29 July 2005: Four Asian teenagers aged 16-19, are cornered in Sutton Common recreation ground by White youth who blamed for them for the London bombings and then attack them. One victim is left with a broken jaw, another needs six stitches to his lip and the others are bruised and cut after being punched and kicked. (Sutton Guardian 9.8.05)

· 29 July 2005: A Bangladeshi man, Liakoth Ali Khondoker, is racially abused by a gang of men in a car as he walks to a mosque in Carlisle. (Cumbria News & Star 3.8.05)

· 29 July 2005: Staff at the Mehraaj takeaway in South Elmsall are preparing to close when a White man enters the shop and demands food. He racially abuses and punches the owner. The man then drives his van at the shop front; no one is injured. (Wakefield Today 5.8.05)

· 29 July 2005: A group of four Bangladeshi men walking along the street in Horley are racially abused by a gang of about ten men who kick and punch one man unconscious. The 39-year-old victim suffers cuts and bruises. (BBC News 2.8.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Two Asian men sitting in a car in Edinburgh are racially abused and taunted about the London bombings by a gang who kick their car and throw a hammer, smashing a window, which hits the passenger on the shoulder. The men escape further serious injury by driving away. (BBC News 2.8.05 and Edinburgh Evening News 2.8.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Wales police report a significant increase in racial incidents since the London bombings. North Wales police report the largest increase of 64 incidents from 7-28 July compared to 20 in the same period last year; Gwent police report 49 incidents compared to 30 in the same period last year; Dyfed-Powys police report 17 incidents compared to 12 in the same period last year; Wrexham police report 12 racially motivated incidents in one week. (BBC News 29.7.05 and Wrexham Mail 21.7.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Hounslow Guardian reports that three racist attacks linked to the London bombings have been reported to the police; two assaults and an incident of verbal abuse. (Hounslow Guardian 29.7.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Streatham Post reports that 20-year-old William Gregory is to appear before magistrates charged with religiously motivated GBH on 27-year-old Muhammed Haq, an Imam from Dulwich mosque. (Streatham Post 28.7.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Racists daub graffiti, swastikas and Ku Klux Klan symbols over shops and along a road in Totnes. (Western Morning News 3.8.05) 

· 29 July 2005: A man leaves a hoax bomb outside an Asian restaurant in Rochdale. The army carry out a controlled explosion on the device; a man later calls the police and threatens to bomb Bradford next. On 30 August, Graeme Maynard is sentenced to two and a half years in prison after pleading guilty to placing a hoax bomb with intent. The court is told Maynard intended to 'strike fear into the hearts of the Asian community'. (BBC News 30.8.05) 

· 29 July 2005: Mohammed Suleman, his wife Clare and their seven-month-old daughter are targeted by a gang of racists in Siddal, Halifax, who follow them home and attack them again. The family are racially abused, punched, kicked and attacked with crowbars; the police have moved the family for their safety. (Halifax Courier 11.8.05)

· 27 July 2005: Surrey police arrest a 67-year-old man in connection with an amateur radio station, which is alleged to have made comments thought likely to incite religious and racial hatred. The man has been bailed pending further police inquiries until 9 September. (BBC News 27.7.05)

· 26 July 2005: Victim Support in Nottinghamshire reports that racist attacks have doubled since the London bombings; 70 incidents have been reported compared with 40 in the same period last year. (BBC News 26.7.05)

· 26 July 2005: A family of three are rescued from a flat next to an Indian restaurant in Hucknall; the fire is the second at the restaurant in a week. There is speculation that the arson attacks are racially motivated. (Hucknall Dispatch 29.7.05) 

· 26 July 2005: The Islamic Human Rights Commission reports that a man with a baseball bat attacks a car of Muslim women wearing Islamic dress in central London. (Independent 29.7.05)

· 25 July 2005: Stephen Clement, 44, a disabled man scares members of the public in St Ives when he praises the London bombers and al Qaeda and claims that the Nazis were 'right'. He later admits racially aggravated and disorderly behaviour and is conditionally discharged for two years and ordered to pay compensation and costs. (Cambridge Evening News 13.8.05) 

· 24 July 2005: Police in Bletchley report that they are investigating an incident of racist abuse linked to the London bombings. (Milton Keynes Citizen 26.7.05)

· 24 July 2005: Two Asian restaurant workers are injured after being racially assaulted at the Cottage Tandoori in Atherstone. One man suffers cuts and a chipped tooth and the other is stabbed. Police arrest two people nearby and are treating the attack as racially motivated. (IC Coventry 26.7.05 and BBC News 25.7.05)

· 24 July 2005: The National Front holds a 300-strong demonstration, chanting racist slogans, outside Regents Park mosque as Muslims gather for a conference. (The Scotsman 25.7.05)

· 24 July 2005: A 26-year-old man of Pakistani origin is kicked unconscious by two men who kick his head like a football as he lies on the floor. First, the man was racially abused as he shopped in a late night supermarket, and then he was followed out by the two men who attacked him further down the street in Hove. (Brighton Argus 25.8.05)

· 23 July 2005: Rev Barry Rathbone has his car vandalised, a wing mirror broken and the car scratched, the words 'be warned, you're next Muslim lover', are also painted on the car. The Boscombe vicar had previously given a TV interview where he expressed concerns about making ordinary Muslims scapegoats for the London bombings. (Dorset Echo 26.7.05)

· 23 July 2005: Racists throw a brick with a racist message attached through the window of a home in the Highfields area of Leicester. Another brick is thrown at the same house the following day and at another house in the area. (Leicester Mercury 2.9.05)

· 23 July 2005: A gang of youths gate-crash a party being held by Asians at a community centre in Leyland. The group racially abuse those gathered and throw stones and bottles. Police arrest nine people. (Leyland Today 28.7.05)

· 23 July 2005: The Islamic Human Rights Commission reports that a gang of NF members racially abuses a Muslim woman during a march in central London. (Independent 29.7.05) 

· 23 July 2005: The BNP delivers leaflets to homes near Baitul Futuh mosque, in St Helier, south London with a picture of the bombed bus in Tavistock Square with the heading 'Islamic Terror'. (Streatham Post 28.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: The Islamic Centre in Stirling which has been vandalised a number of times has a window broken. (Stirling Observer 27.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: Lincolnshire Echo reports that racist graffiti is painted on the side of a house in Gainsborough, Lincolnshire. (Lincolnshire Echo 22.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: The Abergavenny home of 73-year-old Syed Abid, a Pakistani man, is daubed in racist graffiti. (South Wales Argus 3.8.05)

· 22 July 2005: A car owned by a Pakistani man parked outside his home in Tadworth, Surrey, has every panel on it dented by two White men who also smash lights on the car. The wing mirrors are ripped off the next night and on 27 July the wing mirrors are smashed and attempts are made to rip them off again. Police are treating the attack as racially motivated. (BBC News 9.8.05)

· 22 July 2005: Mustafa, 35, reports that he was surrounded by a gang of six men in Regents Park who racially abused him and spat at him. (Hamstead & Highgate Express - Wood & Vale edition 5.8.05)

· 22 July 2005: The unoccupied Aylesbury home of Germaine Lindsay, one of the London bombers, is targeted; police are called after petrol is smelt. Robert Cusworth, 20, and two unnamed 17-year-olds are later charged with arson and recklessly endangering life. (BBC News 25.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: A shop owned by Muslims in the Harehills area of Leeds is set alight in an arson attack. The owner, Iqbal Khan, reports that four White youths had set a fire and then run from the shop. (New York Times 23.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: South East Wales Race Equality Council reports a 'very big' rise in reported incidents of racist abuse, mainly in the Newport area. Over 30 incidents have been reported in two weeks, the usual rate being 10 incidents a month. (BBC News 22.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: Devon and Cornwall police says that it has had eleven suspected racist attacks reported to them since 15 July. (BBC News 22.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: In the early hours of the morning in Adlington, Lancashire, a gang of White men attack a car carrying Asians who suffer minor injuries. Three men are later charged. (BBC News 24.7.05)

· 22 July 2005: Two restaurant workers escape serious injury after the flat in which they are sleeping, above an Indian restaurant in Bournemouth, is set alight. Police say they are treating the arson attack as racially motivated. (BBC News 25.7.05)

· 21 July 2005: Two men are bailed and ordered to report back to Merseyside police in September in connection with an arson attack on Wirral Islamic Cultural Centre, Shajalal mosque in Birkenhead on 9 July. One man has been charged on suspicion of arson with intent to endanger life. (BBC News 21.7.05)

· 20 July 2005: A 29-year-old man requires stitches to his ear and face after being attacked at South Croydon bus garage. The man was waiting for a bus when he was approached by three White men who cornered him and then took it in turns to punch him. (IC Croydon 5.8.05)

· 20 July 2005: A window is smashed at the Sheikh Kalifa buildings which house the Centre of Islamic studies at Lampeter University. (Muslim News 27.7.05)

· 20 July: Anti-Muslim slogans are daubed on a bridge over the A46 Lincoln bypass near Burton village in Lincolnshire. (BBC News 20.7.05)

· 18 July 2005: A fire breaks out at Hertford Road Community centre in Stevenage; Andrew Spicer, 18, is later charged with racially aggravated criminal damage. (Stevenage Herald 11.8.05)

· 17 July: Muhammed Haq, 27, an imam at Dulwich Islamic Centre, is followed by the driver of a white van as he is cycling to prayers and then repeatedly punched to the ground by the man. He suffers a shattered cheekbone in the attack. A 20-year-old man is questioned on suspicion of racist assault. (South London Press 19.7.05)

· 16 July: A man is seen defacing a sign at a Bangladeshi mosque in Swindon. A person who intervened is subjected to religious verbal abuse. (BBC News 18.7.05)

· 16 July: A mosque in Cardiff receives racist hate-mail followed by a break-in, in which animal parts are left at the mosque. (BBC News 18.7.05)

· 16 July 2005: Two men at a hotel insist on searching the luggage of an Asian man waiting for a taxi in the early morning at his hotel in Llandudno, in case he is carrying explosives. Gareth Lukey, 31, has been charged with racially aggravated threatening behaviour. (Wales Daily Post 11.8.05)


· 15 July 2005: A racist letter threatening to kill Muslims and burn mosques is sent to Shah Jalal mosque and Islamic centre in Cardiff; animal parts are also left at the mosque. (South Wales Echo 19.7.05)

· 15 July 2005: A brick is thrown through the window of a mosque in Northampton. A witness reports seeing a gang of youths in the area. (BBC News 18.7.05)

· 15 July:A 20-year-old University of Plymouth student, of Pakistani origin, suffers severe facial injuries and bruising to his arms and legs after three racist thugs verbally abuse him, stamp and smash a bottle over his head in a park in Plymouth. (Plymouth Evening Herald 19.7.05)

· 14 July: Independent reports that eight people are arrested for public order offences at the Broadway pub in Beeston, Leeds, which is half a mile away from the home of one of the suspected London bombers. Police arrest members of the Leeds Services Crew, a football hooligan group, at the pub. (Independent 16.7.05)

· 13 July 2005: The Islamic Human Rights Commission reports that a group of men attempt to rip the hijabs off the heads of a group of Muslim girls in Newcastle. (Independent 29.7.05)

· 13 July 2005: A 26-year-old man is racially abused, punched and head-butted by a White man in Leamington Spa. (Leamington Spa Courier 20.7.05)

· 13 July 2005: Guardian reports that a schoolboy has been attacked in the West Country. (Guardian 13.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: A 16-year-old Asian boy suffers head and facial injuries after an unprovoked attack by a White man. The young boy was walking with an 11-year-old friend on Leith Walk in Edinburgh when they were racially abused and then attacked by the White man. (BBC News 13.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: Independent reports that there have been acts of arson and criminal damage in mosques in Leeds and Telford.

· 12 July 2005: Guardian reports that the BNP has produced a leaflet for a by-election in Barking, east London, with images from the London bombings and the words 'maybe now it's time to start listening to the BNP'. (Guardian 12.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: Glasgow Herald reports that the door of the Pakistan consulate in Bradford was damaged after an arson attack; a 27-year-old man was later arrested. (Glasgow Herald 12.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: BBC News reports that Bournemouth Islamic centre has received three death threats since the London bombings. (BBC News 12.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: The Islamic Human Rights Commission reports that a burning object is left outside the home of an Asian family in Hayes, west London. (Independent 29.7.05)

· 12 July 2005: A 15-year-old girl, walking her dog, is approached by two White women who tell her to 'get out of their country' and then push her to the ground punching and kicking her. The young girl has been attacked before by the same two women, who had called her a 'P**i'. (This is Oxfordshire 14.7.05)

· 11 July 2005: Martin Toye, 33, enters a Lewisham shop from which he is banned, and accuses its Asian owner of being a terrorist and playing a part in the London bombings. He pleads guilty the next day to using racially aggravated language and behaviour and is sentenced to 26 weeks in prison and an ASBO. (Lewisham & Greenwich News Shopper 26.7.05)

· 11 July 2005: The home of a Muslim family is torched in a suspected arson attack in Torquay. The family are not at home when the fire is started.

· 10 July 2005: 48-year-old Kamal Raza Butt, a Pakistani man who is visiting friends and family in Nottingham, is set upon by a gang of White youths. He is allegedly called 'Taliban' and then punched to the ground and dies later in hospital. Two 16-year-old youths are charged with his manslaughter, seven others are baailed pending further inquiries. (BBC News 13.7.05)

· 10 July 2005: The Islamic Centre in Rose Lane, Norwich, is vandalised in a racist attack; four windows are damaged. Police arrest two women at the scene, aged 23 and 26, who are later released on bail. (Eastern Daily Press 13.7.05)

· 10 July 2005: A 20-year-old Muslim student from the United Arab Emirates is racially abused, chased and threatened with a knife by three men in the Charminster area of Bournemouth. (BBC News 13.7.05)

· 10 July 2005: A twelfth floor flat in a high-rise block in Hull has flammable liquid poured through its letterbox and is set alight. The blaze damages eight flats and three people are treated for smoke inhalation. Police are investigating a racial motive to the attacks. (Hull Daily Mail 11.7.05) 

· 10 July 2005: Arsonists target an Asian off-licence in Oxton, Wirral. (Liverpool Daily Post 12.7.05)

· 10 July: Racist graffiti is daubed on the pavement outside Park Primary School, Stratford, and on the wall of a home belonging to a Pakistani family nearby. Together, local residents paint over the graffiti. ( This is Local London 17.7.05)

· 9 July: David Lane, 24, shouts racist abuse about the London bombings in Halifax town centre and is arrested by police officers patrolling the town centre. A week later he is fined £250 and ordered to pay £43 costs. (Halifax Courier 16.7.05)

· 9 July 2005: Independent reports that a fire at a Sikh temple in Armley, Leeds, is being treated as suspicious; Kent police are investigating two assaults on Muslim men in Dartford.

· 9 July 2005: Six windows are broken at a mosque in Easton, Bristol. (Muslim News 10.7.05)

· 9 July 2005: Abdul Munim is rescued by fire-fighters from the Shajala mosque in Birkenhead, Liverpool, after two White men pour petrol through its letter box and set it alight at 12.35am. The mosque is badly damaged. A 27-year-old man is arrested. (Independent 12.7.05)

· 9 July 2005: The windows at Mazhirul Uloom Educational and Cultural Institution, east London, are smashed. (Muslim News 10.7.05)

· 8 July 2005: Paul Griffiths, 35, accuses three mixed-race men in Wrexham town centre of blowing up London. On 30 September, at Mold crown court, he admits racially aggravated harassment and is given 13 weeks in prison - suspended for two years. He is also tagged, given a curfew and ordered to pay £50 compensation to his victims. (Daily Post 1.10.05)

· 8 July 2005: Al Madina Jamia mosque in Leeds is petrol bombed at 2am; it causes minor damage and no one is hurt. (Muslim News 10.7.05)

· 8 July 2005: Stones are thrown at a mosque in Totterdown, Bristol. No damage is caused and no one is hurt. (Muslim News 10.7.05)

· 8 July 2005: Worshippers outside Carlisle's Brook Street mosque are racially abused. (Cumbria News & Star 4.8.05)

· 8 July 2005: The staff at Dial A Curry in Penrith are abused by 34-year-old Wayne Robley who also smashes a window. He tells staff that Al Qaida should have bombed the takeaway. On 3 August Robley appears at Eden magistrates court and pleads guilty to using threatening behaviour and language and criminal damage. Sentencing is adjourned for reports. (Cumberland News 5.8.05)

· 8 July 2005: A man threatens to bomb Hendon Islamic Centre and Mosque in London. (This is Hertfordshire 14.7.05)

· 7/8 July 2005: Asian-owned businesses are targeted in the Cheshunt area of Hertfordshire. £26,000 worth of damage is caused after vehicles are driven through the front of five businesses, two Indian restaurants and three shops. (Cheshunt and Waltham Mercury 15.7.05)

· 7 July: Pork is dumped outside the Dulwich Islamic Centre in South-east London. (South London Press 19.7.05)

· 7 July 2005: A shopkeeper on the Fulham Road, west London, Aman Moradi, 45, is racially abused by David Parritt, a postman, who pushes her in the face before calling her a 'f***ing Muslim'. On 4 August he is sentenced to 200 hours community service with £70 compensation and £85 costs after pleading guilty to racially aggravated common assault and racially aggravated criminal damage. (Independent 4.8.05) 

· 7 July 2005: A mixed race postman, working in Airdrie, is racially abused and has cans of lager thrown at him, just hours after the London bombings. A gang of thugs call him a 'suicide postman'. (IC Lanarkshire 28.7.05) 

· 7 July 2005: The Islamic Human Rights Commission reports that the garage at the home of a Muslim woman is destroyed in a suspected arson attack. (Independent 29.7.05) 

· 7 July 2005: Paul Bennett, 42, racially abuses staff at a kebab shop in Bangor, Wales. He later pleads guilty to racially aggravated threatening behaviour. (Wales Daily Post 4.8.05)

· 7 July 2005: Two bottles containing an accelerant are thrown through the windows of a Sikh temple in Belvedere, Kent. The bottles do not ignite. Police arrest five men in the Bexleyheath area two days after the attack. (Greenwich Mercury 13.7.05 )

· 7 July 2005: An Asian woman from Hayes, Middlesex, reports an attempted arson attack after she finds petrol has been poured through her door. (Independent 11.7.05)

· 7 July 2005: An Asian family from Southall report an attempted arson attack. (Independent 11.7.05)

· 7 July 2005: Sha Jalal mosque and the Pakistan Community and Cultural Centre in Edinburgh are daubed in racist graffiti. (Edinburgh Evening News 13.7.05)

· 7 July 2005: Two men, Dean Fielding and Michael Lowry, racially abuse workers in a Blackburn takeaway, accusing them of being responsible for the London bombings. Later, in July, the men pleaded guilty to racially aggravated threatening behaviour and were each fined £200 and £100 compensation and £35 costs. (Lancashire Evening Herald 18.7.05)
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
