The Labour Government is building more and more immigration prisons, or detention centres. At present there are a total of 2,659 bed spaces, in Immigration 


Removal Centres and Short Term Holding Facilities. The Government plans to 


increase this capacity to 4,385. Asylum seekers can be detained at any time, not for having committed a crime, but for administrative reasons. They are often held 


indefinitely, with no solicitor and no release date. Many of these people have fled persecution, rape and other abuses in their home countries but in Britain they 


encounter yet more abuse, this time by the racist British Government and its agents. Every year over 2000 children are detained for the purpose of immigration control. 





In the last week of February a TCAR member, Gaspard, was snatched from his home by immigration and police and held in detention at Northumbria Police Station for a whole day without being able to contact his wife. He was eventually released -  “Sorry”, a case of mistaken identity. Tina from Newcastle was snatched with her 2 children before Christmas and sent to Yarl’s Wood Detention Centre, where she was repeatedly called a ’black monkey’ by racist staff. TCAR campaigned for her 


release. We need to organised regular protests and fight back. We should campaign against all deportations, all immigrations controls, and in defence of all immigrants and all victims of racism. We should work together -  together we are stronger!
